Total Funding Spent in Multnomah County on Youth and Families  
Roberta gave a brief update on getting information from Juvenile Justice, the Library and the Health Department for total funding spent on kids and families.  Someone in the Chair’s Office will review department budgets initially to get a baseline on funding spent on kids and families and will designate whether the money comes from the General Fund or other funding streams.  Roberta is still targeting July 1 to get this information.  

We will also get information from Metro on youth educational expenditures, and DHS funding in Multnomah County.  Parameters for determining funding in the County include:

· Funding for youth, up to 18 years of age
· Funding spent on families to support youth

Collective Impact Timing  
Roberta shared that Chair Cogen asked whether the goal is to pull funding from existing programs for the Every School effort.  Roberta clarified that we just want to share with leaders and partners that the amount we are seeking for Every School a SUN CS is small, relative to total funding spent in the County on youth.  Reprogramming funding may happen at some point down the road, but we do not have anything specific in mind and are not requesting that the Cradle to Career Council make that decision in adopting community schools as a key strategy.  
Diana brought of the issue of how we characterize our work, whether we promote working toward Every School a SUN CS, or set community schools as a strategy.  If the latter approach is taken, we would then work toward expanding our strategy, which would lead to Every School a SUN CS. 
Roberta reported that the next Cradle to Career Steering Committee meeting is June 26th and the next Council meeting is July 12th.  She expects the Steering Committee will be discussing where SUN fits in their strategies.  At their last meeting they talked about developing protocol for how groups will approach the Council so this occurs in an equitable way.
Presentation on Every School a SUN CS
Diana, Rachel and Barbara gave a pilot presentation to the work group.  It lasted approximately 30 minutes.      

General comments/input:

· Presentation was comprehensive

· Work toward making the presentation about half as long

· Show the organization of the presentation  (outline with categories) at the beginning so people know what is coming

· Possibly add category header slides to help folks orient to where they are in the outline

· Mention recreation and caring for children in a safe place during the high at risk time when parents are still at work, after school and before dinner

· Combine resources slide with arrow and family story in one slide.  Remove detail to left of photo; put arrow below the photo.

· “Academic Indicators”   Change slide to read:  These of some of the reasons for the academic impact (improvement in behavioral areas, family stability, etc.).  

· Mention the increase in graffiti and vandalism in schools that are closed over the summer

·  Utilize a pie chart for the “Attracting and Integrating Resources” slide

· Partner Slide:  Try to reduce large font sizes so more partners will show up

· “Doing Business Better” should be part of the rationale.  Change rationale slide header to read:  “Why Every School a SUN CS?”

· May not need the academic Buckman story; if kept, should be part of “Academic Impact”  

· Specify that $8-9 million is needed to create the remaining SUN sites, as well as the total amount to fund all schools annually

· The presentation subcommittee will make the changes in the presentation and circulate to the workgroup before the next meeting.
