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Little Village Academy High (Chicago, IL)
Little Village Academy High School houses four theme-based small schools in one building. A resource coordinator for each school is funded by the district and by the Polk Bros Foundation. Chicago Public Schools provides funding for after school, early childhood education, tutors, sports and recreation, and adult education (leveraged with a Bridging the Digital Divide Technology grant from the state).  Academic enrichment programming is integrated with college and workforce readiness contributions from the Lumina Foundation, and Citibank.  Parent involvement activities, a community leadership program and life skills programs are also available as well as service-learning and civic engagement programs in the summer. A Family Support Center is sponsored by CITGO and funds from the Alivio Medical Center, university interns serve as volunteers, and health care services are reimbursed through Medicaid. This community school initiative leverages over $1.7M to support student and family success.

Cedar Hall Elementary (Evansville, IN)
At Cedar Hall Elementary, Title I funds provide support for the school design and are aligned with school improvement plans. Title III funds provide language instruction for Limited English Proficient and immigrant students. An Even Start grant supports parenting education and early childhood.   21st CCLC provides funding for after school programming, summer programming and site coordination.  A grant from the U.S. Department of Agriculture pays for the students’ summer lunch program.  And to round out services, community partners provide funding for additional staff and locate them at the school before and after school hours for coordinating activities, including aligning instruction with tutoring at the school.  The Lampion Center, a United Way counseling agency grantee is a Medicaid-approved provider that extends services to families who need services regardless of whether they qualify for Medicaid or not. Lampion leverages funding from the Victim of Crime Act (federal funds passed through the state via the Criminal Justice Institute in Indiana) for therapeutic services to victims of violence, child abuse and neglect. 
PS 8 - Washington Heights (New York City, NY)
PS 8 is a school serving grades Pre-K through 5 and an early childhood program fully integrated into its elementary grades.  The Early Head Start and Head Start programs are fully funded by a federal grant.  Multiple funding sources support the student wellness services, including Medicaid, tobacco settlement funds, New York State Pubic Dental Services and New York City Mental Health Services. The New York City Out-of-School Time initiative supports after-school and summer enrichment programs for K-5 students, and federal Supplemental Education Services dollars support an academic remediation program that is managed by CAS. The NYC Department of Youth and Community Development underwrite the family literacy initiative, and the NYC Department of Education supports a full-time Parent Coordinator. The family literacy grant and private foundations underwrite the salary of the full-time community school director
