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Our recycling rate for February dropped back down to our average recycling rate of 29%. St Johns Waste Sort
On March 16th, a group of volunteers conducted a waste sort at St. Johns Library.  The volunteers sorted though one week’s worth of garbage and sorted it into the following categories: mixed paper, aluminum cans, plastic bottles, glass bottles/jars, plastic bags/film, electronic waste, rigid plastics, compostable papers, compostable food items, non-recyclable containers, and other non-recyclable materials.  The graph below shows our findings:
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This information can be very useful in indentifying areas for waste prevention, new recycling programs, and expansion of the commingled recycling programs.
