The flu shot clinics are an easy, convenient way for you to get vaccinated before the flu season starts.
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What You Need to Know

· There is no cost to employees who are members of a County health plan (Kaiser or Moda). 

· IMPORTANT: Bring your Kaiser or Moda insurance ID card or use the mobile app. This will reduce wait times and ensure you are not charged.

· Clinics are open to all employees: full-time, part-time, permanent, temporary, on-call, and from any bargaining unit. 
· For employees not enrolled in a County health plan, the cost is $26 paid by cash or check. You will receive a receipt that you can use to request reimbursement from your health plan or healthcare reimbursement account, as applicable.

· You can use paid time to attend—but must make coverage arrangements with your supervisor.
